The writing assess-
ment will take place on
Tuesday Feb. 26 and the
reading assessment will
take place on Wednesday
Feb. 27.

Students need to arrive
by 8:30 a.m. to take the
tests.

“Students who want to
do well on the tests will
benefit from the preps we
are handing out,” Mrs.

The reading and writing
preps are worth ¥, credit
each.

This credit is available to
students even if they have
taken the preps before.
